Economic Development Items


A. Pep Boys minor change

Marc Walk, Affinity Architecture, presented proposed changes to the front elevation for review and discussion, along with a request that the changes be processed as minor changes with respect to an existing special use permit. Following discussion there was consensus to consider the changes as minor changes and to forward to the Village Board for an upcoming agenda.

B. Mallard Creek SC minor change

Pam Stewart, Inland Development, explained contemplated exterior architectural revisions to the existing strip center and potential future building expansion on Lot M4 at the northeast corner of Rollins Road and Civic Center Way. The changes are intended to be more consistent with and blend with the established architecture of the Meijer main store building directly to the north.  There was consensus to process the changes as minor changes and to forward to asn yupcoming Village board agenda.

C. Community Champions Contract

Neighborhood Services Director Pugliese reviewed the progression of potential contract conditions and wording with Community Champions as part of the Property Registry Ordinance implementation. There were questions from the Committee in regard to annual renewal activities and associated costs. Consensus was for staff to follow up with Community Champions on the open questions and to forward the contract to an upcoming Village Board agenda when ready.

D. Liquor License application - Tracy’s 

The Class A license application of Tracy’s for a location at 318 (B) W. Rollins Road was discussed. Video gaming is proposed. There was consensus to move forward with the next appropriate steps in the licensing consideration process.

E. Zoning Map

A scrivener’s error involving property at 507 and 509 Lake Avenue was discussed. In addition, a proposed map correction to reclassify the property from E-R to R-4 was reviewed. Consensus was to forward the corrected map to an upcoming Village Board agenda.

F. Text Amendment 

Village Administrator Kilbane presented the background and history of the family entertainment center located on Rollins Road.  The center has been in existence for roughly 40 years in the Village and due to its unique nature has evolved to include various parking arrangements over time for customers and on-site storage of materials involved with the business.  Recently, concerns were noted for a large number of trailers that appeared on the site. At this point in time there may be an opportunity to work with the owners to help address their needs on a more comprehensive basis throughout the site. Typically this may involve consideration of appropriate text amendments to the zoning code and possibly the owners applying for specific special use permits.  Following discussion there was consensus for staff to proceed with possible text amendments with the property owner.

Reports

A. ED Update, Inspections & Permits

Neighborhood Services Director Pugliese presented a new report document for neighborhood services activities during the month of June. Other departmental reports were also received by the committee. 

Other Business – Concerns and questions were raised in regard to various matters including: use of the

Lake access boat launch and parking by non-residents; and video gaming in gas stations/truck stops.
Public Participation – Mr. Roger Camarillo, 415 Glenwood; Mr. John Bairstow, 413 Glenwood; and another resident of 414 Glenwood expressed numerous concerns in regard to locating garbage cans either in a garage or behind the front of the house on their lots given unique property conditions, unusual grade elevations and snow storage.

Property Registry Ordinance

Implementation is anticipated shortly after Labor Day.  The contract with Community Champions was approved by the Village Board on August 8.  CC needs about a month of internal set-up time before it can begin registering foreclosures. On our end, the Village continues to move toward readiness for registering vacant units by identifying vacancies, approving forms, clarifying systems and training staff.  The final step will be to cross-reference our list of vacancies with CC’s list of foreclosures, so as to avoid pursuing the same unit twice.

Property Status Report 

· See attached report.

· A column has been added to help the committee quickly identify properties that have a change in status, typically meaning they are new to the report or our activity is now concluded.

· Acquisition is currently in process for 34 properties.

· 30 properties are being petitioned for abandonment through ILCS65.

· 3 properties are being petitioned for fast-track demolition through ILCS65, representing our first attempt at this acquisition strategy. It requires only one round of noticing those with interest in the property (whereas the abandonment petition requires three rounds of notices), resulting in a quicker and less expensive process. Typically, fast-track demo is reserved for properties that are extremely distressed and/or in which the Village is fairly certain no one will come forward to challenge the petition.

· Avon Township approached the Village about donating 22568 W. Lakeview, a vacant lot the township no longer wants to own and maintain. The only cost to the Village would be legal fees. 

· 3 properties in process last month are now complete. The owner of 1623 Juneway Terrace intervened with our petition for abandonment. The demolition at 1502 Beverly is complete and the property is being transferred to the park district per our original agreement. The legal process of the donation of 933 Hillside Circle is now concluded.

Partnership with Affordable Housing Corporation of Lake County

· The attached spreadsheet describes AHC’s activity in RLB in 2016.

· VRLB has allowed AHC to utilize up to $200,000 from its line of credit at any one time. This empowered AHC to leverage more than a million in government funds from the National Foreclosure Settlement Fund and Neighborhood Stabilization Program. 
Grant Funds

We have two grants with the Illinois Housing Development Authority (IHDA), both of which are used to acquire and demolish distressed properties.  The Abandoned Property Program officially concluded in July; we used 100% of funds to complete 14 properties. The Blight Reduction Program is in its early stages and will be used primarily to demo and green properties acquired through ILCS65 statute. 

Fireside Chat – October 18, 2016

This Fireside Chat will feature of panel of housing experts alongside Mayor Hill to inform residents of housing resources. Highlights will include affordable ownership and rental options, home repair programs and foreclosure prevention services. Panelists will include Rob Anthony (CEO of Affordable Housing Corporation of Lake County), Mary Ellen Tamasy (President of Lake County Residential Development Corporation) and David Northern (President of Lake County Housing Authority).

Free Community Program – November 9, 2016

Neighborhood Services is partnering with Affordable Housing Corporation of Lake County to inform residents of two new forgivable loan assistance programs sponsored through IHDA: (a) The I-Refi provides up to $50,000 to eliminate negative equity caused by the economic downturn and (b) The Hardest Hit Fund offers up to $35,000 to homeowners facing foreclosure that are working toward regaining employment and financial stability.  We will discuss how the programs work, who is eligible and how to apply. Housing counselors and participating lenders will be on hand to answer attendee questions, in group and one-on-one settings. The program is free of charge and open to all Illinois homeowners. We will promote the program through area townships and municipalities in an effort to boost attendance.
